Some readers have raised concerns about the user-friendliness of the hardback, and some of the points below address this issue. 
 
1. Each profile should start on a new page and on the right side for uniformity.

2. The running headers should indicate the section on the left page and the person profiled on the right. 


3. Enlarge type face, particularly because many of our readers are over 60.

4. Inclusion of the map, also attached.
 
5. We will send a better black and white cover image.
6. Shmuel Moreh would like to edit the endnotes of his introduction so that will be forthcoming in the next week or so.
7.  Correct typos as follows:
1) P.5, paragraph starting “The secularists”: the translation of that newspaper should be simply ‘The Lamp’.
2) p.57, intro to Shashas: Change sentence starting “Hanina is the daughter...” to read as follows: “Hanina is the daughter of Khedouri Zilkha, who founded and ran K.A. Zilkha…”

3) p. 80, middle of page: in sentence “*Her interview is not included in this collection” change to “Their interviews are not…”

4) p.91, paragraph starting “El-Suweidi”: change “Hahkam” to “Hakham”. Please also do spell check throughout entire book to ensure that that word is always spelled with the “k” before the “h”. 
5) p.101, 2nd paragraph of the account: change “Achi-Ever” to “Achi-ever” and spell check throughout this chapter that other references are spelled this way.

6) P.106, paragraph starting “One of the boys”: change “Hacham” to “Hakham”
7) P. 132, paragraph starting “My other cellmate…”: Change that sentence to read “One of my cellmates was…”

8) P. 151, bottom paragraph: change sentence “We went to a wonderful Jewish school…” to “We went to wonderful Jewish schools…”

9) P.162, second to last paragraph, second to last line: change “what” to when” (“when I got into a taxi…”
10) P.177, sentence starting “He told my visitors…”: There should be double quotation marks before “My father used to take me…” The sentence ends with an internal quote which should be in single quotation marks, and then of course ending with double ones.

11) P.178, second paragraph: change “antigovernment” to “anti-government”

12) P.193, end of first paragraph of Eli Amir entry: change “name” to “named” in second to last line of that paragraph.
13) P.199, second paragraph: after “Syrian” insert “or” 

14) P.122, add to end of citation 2 in parenthesis “(Shmuel Moreh estimates there were 140,000 Jews in Iraq in the 1940’s)”. 

15) Please do a general spell check for consistency of: “anti-Semitic” (should be capitalized rather than lower case; “Sukkot” rather than “Succot”; and “Ba’ath” Party instead of “Baath” – specifically see p.8, first line of second paragraph insert the apostrophe into the word, but I believe there are other entries as well without the apostrophe; and “Betaween”).
