Students are encouraged to register as soon as they are able to, 

as our courses fill up very quickly. To be able to register, you 

need to meet with your advisor for advisor approval first. 

Students should be sure to schedule their advisor approval 

meetings before registration begins so they are not delayed in 

registering.
